This Office has reviewed the City’s monitoring response dated December 16, 2008. A
letter concerning the financial management issues will follow. Our conclusions follow:

Finding 1: The City has failed to demonstrate compliance with the National
Objective requirement for its economic development projects.

Required Action 1: This part of Finding I was previously closed.

Required Action 2: HUD had asked the City to provide additional details regarding the
dates as to when the economic development projects would reach key milestones and
when jobs were projected to be created. In its response, the City stated the following:

1) Industrial Business Park: The City indicated that some progress had been made toward
the completion of this project. It stated that the Attleboro Redevelopment Authority
(ARA) would complete the build-out of the park in June 2009. Thereafter, the businesses
will create 60 new jobs within 24 months of June 2009, or June 2011. In HUD’s previous
monitoring response review, we accepted the City’s/ARA’s response and closed this
portion of Required Action 2.

However, we are ropening this finding based on additional information that has since
become available. Specifically, the A-133 single audit report for the year ending June 30,
2007 concludes that the ARA may not meet a CDBG National Objective for its Economic
Development projects (the Industrial Business Park and the Intermodal Transportation
